We will become history detectives, investigating how and why the fire started, how it spread so quickly, and what happened to the people who lived in London at the time. We will also learn about Samuel Pepys and explore his diary to uncover clues about what he saw during the fire. In DT, we will become bakers as we design and make our own delicious bread. We will explore ingredients, learn how bread is made, and use our creativity to design products before tasting and evaluating our finished creations. Our geography learning will take us on a journey around the United Kingdom. We will discover the four countries that make up the UK—England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland—and learn about their capital cities. Along the way, we will explore famous landmarks, uncover interesting facts, and develop our map skills as we investigate what makes each place special.

Our focuses in writing will be on:
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	writing a series of linked sentences.
	saying our words aloud to check for any missing sounds.
	reading our work with a focus on editing and improving our work.
	using past tense.
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	writing with a clear beginning, middle and end.
	using familiar narrative phrases e.g. once upon a time, happily ever after or many years ago.
	include characters and simple descriptions.
	include simple statements about the setting.




Alongside these, we will be aiming to write independently for sustained periods producing at least five sentences that are grammatically accurate.  When we can, we will be aiming to connect our ideas with conjunctions. 


When we write, we will aiming to form our letters correctly and position them on the line carefully.     

[image: ]When we spell, we will continue to explore the use of alternative ‘phase five’ graphemes so that we spell with increasing accuracy.  We will also be aiming to read and spell all these common exception words correctly. 



	Design Technology – Making Bread
	Computing – Programming Animations

	In Design Technology, this term, we will be designing and making bread, just like the bakers in Pudding Lane. We will be tasting different types of bread, learning about the ingredients used to make them, and discussing how bread is made. We will then design and make our own bread.
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	In Computing, we will be introduced to on-screen programming through ScratchJr. Across the term, we will explore the way a project looks by investigating sprites and backgrounds.
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Your child will be learning to; 
· make comparisons between ‘Bee-Bot’ programming and programming using ‘ScratchJr’. 
· understand what algorithms are, how they are implemented as programs on digital devices, and that programs execute by following precise and unambiguous instructions. 
· use logical reasoning to predict the behaviour of simple programs.
· use programming blocks to use, modify and create programs
	In History, we will be learning about:
· How did the Great Fire of London start? 
· What happened during the Great Fire and how do we know? 
· Why did the Great Fire burn down so many houses? 
· What could have been done to slow the spread of the fire? 
· How did people survive the Great Fire?
